Pets are always welcome at L’Enfant Plaza Hotel!  

 

Terms and Conditions: 

 

 There is a $25.00 charge per pet per night and a refundable* $250 deposit  

 Maximum of two pets per room and 75 pounds maximum per pet 

 Pets must be kept on a leash or in a cage while being in any public area or common place within            
the L’Enfant Plaza Hotel  

 Pets are not permitted in any of the hotel’s food and beverage establishments, meeting rooms 
and recreational areas; e.g., Fitness Center  

 Guests must clean up after their pets 

 Guests are responsible for any damages or extraordinary cleaning costs caused by their pets  

 Guest must advise the Front Desk of a specific time when the pet will not be in the room so that 
Housekeeping can clean the room   

 In the event the pet creates a disturbance affecting the comfort of other guests, the pet owner 
will be responsible to compensate the hotel for its lost revenue  

 Pets are not allowed on the hotel’s beds or furniture  

 L’Enfant Plaza Hotel is not responsible for the wellbeing of the Pet.  Owners accept full 
responsibility for all liability, claims, losses, costs and expenses (including attorney fees) for personal 
injury or property damage that may result from the pet.
